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As part of the degree requirement, all students majoring in chemistry are required to keep a portfolio of instrumental analyses obtained from the instruments in the Chemistry Department. These analyses are collected by the student in various chemistry classes or research.  They will serve as evidence that the student has acquired the techniques in using the instruments, is able to obtain spectra of good quality, and can make chemical interpretations of the results obtained. A completed portfolio will contain a required number of analyses depending on the degree (BA or BS), a title page, and this checklist. Each analysis consists of a Portfolio Analysis Report with attached supporting documentation such as a spectrum or graph.

Students are strongly encouraged to consult with their course instructors or advisors on the quality of each analysis. A folder will be made available for each student to store their completed analyses. The next to last semester before graduation, the student must submit two copies of the completed portfolio in a professional format to a committee appointed by the Department Chair for approval.
Required Analyses:

BA Degree:

One from each of the four Core Instruments + Two out of the five Elective Instruments

BS Degree:

One from each of the four Core Instruments + Three out of the five Elective Instruments - a minimum of 10 analyses.

Core Instruments: GC, IR, NMR, UV-Vis

Elective Instruments: AA, GC-MS, HPLC, Gel Electrophoresis, Others (departmental approval required)
