The following are specific 

guidelines for the Homecoming Spirit Award. 

 

1. Each student organization will have an opportunity to receive spirit points towards the spirit 

award. A breakdown of spirit point opportunities is available on page 12. 

 

2. Spirit points for attendance at homecoming activities will be based on percentage of your student 

organization roster. Please remember to have a complete and updated roster to Student Activities 

& Greek Life prior to the Homecoming Week. 

 

3. The first place winner in each category (fraternity & sorority and student organization) will be 

awarded the Homecoming Spirit Award, and receive a grant for their student organization to be 

used for an event of their choosing. 

 

4. The participation and attendance during the Ichabod Race will be used to break a tie. 

 

5. In addition to participation and attendance, there will be secret judges that will be awarding spirit 

points throughout the Homecoming Week. 

 

6. Secret judges will award spirit points based on campus visibility, behavior, and/or campus events 

held during the week of Homecoming. (Examples of this could be, but are not limited to the 

following: Attendance at campus events, tabling for your organization on campus, supporting 

other athletic sports, showing good sportsmanship during events, attending class, studying in the 

library, community service, positive Ichabod attitudes, and helpfulness during the week of 

Homecoming.) 

 

7. Concerns, and/or suggestions may be addressed, in writing, to the Homecoming Spirit committee 

and delivered to Student Activities & Greek Life. 

 

8. The Homecoming Spirit committee will have an opportunity to award bonus spirit points to all

Nomination of Candidates & Selection 

 

Nominating Candidates: 

1. Washburn registered student organizations may nominate one king and/or queen candidate. 

2. Each candidate must complete an application and submit it to Student Activities & Greek Life. 

3. The selection committee will verify all information including candidateôs cumulative grade point 

average, number of credit hours earned, and student conduct status. 

4. Candidates must be a currently enrolled student at Washburn University. 

 

Candidate Requirements: 

1. Must be nominated by a Washburn University registered student organization. 

2. Must be a student in good standing, enrolled at Washburn, and have earned a minimum of 72 credit 

hours. A minimum of 24 hours must be from Washburn. 

3. Must have a cumulative grade point average of 2.6 or above. 

4. Must complete an application, and allow university personnel to verify all information including grades, 

credit hours, conduct code status, and overall university status. 

5. Must be willing to allow your picture and biographical information to be used for the promotion of 

royalty during homecoming activities. 

6. Must participate in a personal interview with a committee of judges. 

7. Must participate in homecoming activities such as the Homecoming Ball, Yell Like Hell, Parade, and 

the half-time ceremony of the football game. May also be asked to participate in other Homecoming and 

Alumni activities throughout the week. 

8. Candidates may not be nominated by more than one student organization. 

 

Selection of King & Queen: 

1. A committee of judges will interview all candidates and rate them based on established guidelines. 

2. The top rated women and men (no fewer than five each) will be chosen as finalists. 

3. Only finalists may be voted as Homecoming King & Queen. 

4. The Homecoming King & Queen will be selected by popular vote of the student body. 

5. Students may vote for one King and one Queen Candidate and may only vote once. 

6. Nominees will be introduced and the Homecoming King & Queen Court will be announced at the 

Homecoming Ball. 

7. The King & Queen will be crowned during the half-time ceremony of the football game. 

 

Campaigning: 

1. There will be no campaigning for the King or Queen by the finalists, other candidates, or by the 

nominating organizations. 

2. Pictures and biographical information about each finalist, as well as voting information, will be posted 

in prominent places on campus and in university publications as a way to promote interest in 

Homecoming. 

 

Nomination Forms Due: Wednesday, September 19, 2012 by 12:00 p.m. (Noon). Application and 

personal information is due to Student Activities & Greek Life, located on the 

lower level of the Memorial Union. LATE APPLICATIONS WILL NOT BE 

CONSIDERED. Candidates will sign up for interview availability upon 

submission of application materials. All candidates must complete their own 

application.

Event Description: The Dream Rocket project is a large scale collaborative wrap. Up to 8,000 artworks will 

be created by individuals from various regions of the world, and then connected side by 

side to wrap the 365ô Saturn V Moon Rocket at the U.S. Space & Rocket Center in 

Huntsville, Alabama.  

The designated theme of the panels, ñDare to Dreamò, challenges individuals to expand 

beyond the present state of the world and imagine the future. Perhaps most importantly, 

individuals are challenged to imagine their contribution to that future. These individual 

dreams & aspirations will combine to create a monumental 32,000 square foot work art, 

providing a tangible demonstration of the beauty of individuals collaborating to meet 

universal challenges.  

The creation of the panels has been a catalyst for creativity in health care 

facilities, libraries, schools, museums, and for individuals. While the Dream Rocket team 

works on collecting submitted artworks for this giant wrap, they are placing submitted 

artworks on display in national & international venues up until the time that the Saturn V 

is wrapped. (www.thedreamrocket.com) 

Jennifer Marsh, Catron Visiting Professor of Art at Washburn University, founder of the 

International Fiber Collaborative and creator of the Dream Rocket project will be on 

campus for the project.
