WHEREAS: Gaypril, is also a time to bring awareness to LGBTQAI+ issues such as
homophobia, Transphobia, an increase in crimes committed against them and a decrease in
justice served, and

WHEREAS: LGBTQAI+ youth who report high levels of social support from family and friends
are significantly less likely to attempt suicide compared to those with lower levels of social
support, and

WHEREAS: LGBTQAI+ who have at least one accepting adult or peer, have a reduced risk of
suicide attempts among other LGBTQAI+ people by 40%.

SECTION ONE: The Washburn Student Government Association recognizes April as Gaypril.
