WHEREAS: According to the Rape, Abuse, & Incest National Network (RAINN), 26.4
percent of females, 6.8 percent of males, and 23.1 percent of TGQN (transgender,
genderqueer, nonconforming) college students have been sexually assaulted during their
time in Undergrad.
