programs between Washburn and some prestigious
Chinese institutions (such as Nankai University,
Xiamen University, and Tianjin University) and in
recruiting Nankai and Xiamen students and Tianjin
Conservatory of Music students along with
Washburn Music Professor Xiaoli Ding.

International Scholar Joins
Faculty

Professor Klaus Ladstaetter was born and raised in
Sankt Veit/Glan, a small city in Austria’s southern
province of Carinthia that borders Italy and
Slovenia. For his undergraduate studies, he
attended the Karl-Franzens University in Graz, the
capital of Austria’s province of Styria. He
graduated with a Master of Arts degree with a
major in philosophy and a minor in German
philology. In 1997, Professor Ladstaetter enrolled
in the philosophy program of the State University
of New York at Albany to pursue his graduate
studies. Subsequently, he received the degrees of
Master of Arts and Doctor of Philosophy from

- SUNY at Albany.

Professor Ladstaetter’s
primary area of interest is
theories of truth and related
questions, as they arise in the
! philosophy of language, in
- the philosophy of logic, and
in metaphysics. He also has
interests in epistemology,

philosophy of science, philosophy of mind, and the
history of modern and 20th century Western
philosophy. Additionally, topics in ethics have
recently caught his attention. He has published
articles on the correspondence theory and on the
minimal theory of truth. The papers were presented
at international congresses of philosophy in
Europe. Currently he is working on semantic
paradoxes, such as the Liar and its kin.

Before coming to Washburn as a Visiting Assistant
Professor of Philosophy, Dr. Ladstaetter held
visiting faculty positions at Bennington College in
Bennington, Vermont, and at Siena College in
Loudonville, New York.

Criminal Justice Goes
International

During two weeks in June, the Criminal Justice
Department hosted 19 students from The
University of West of Scotland and their sponsor,
Professor Geraldine O'Donnell. The Scottish
visitors, along with 15 Washburn University
students, participated in a comparative justice
course that provided a unique opportunity for
students to study cross-national crime and justice
policies and issues; compare structures and
functions of the criminal justice institutions which
are responsible for the enforcement and
adjudication of the criminal laws in the United
Kingdom and the United States; and develop a
better understanding of the cross-cultural
significance of ethnicity, age, and gender in
criminal justice. Students received instruction from
WU professors and criminal justice practitioners
and were presented the opportunity to visit
criminal justice related agencies in the community
to experience firsthand local and state law
enforcement, courts, and corrections. Highlighting
the visits were trips to the Shawnee County Adult
& Juvenile Detention Facilities, Shawnee County
Sheriffs and Coroner's Offices,

and the 3rd Judicial District Court System. Several
of the WU students completed the course in
conjunction with the scholarly transformational
experience and will make presentations during
homecoming week this fall. This was the first
Scottish comparative justice course held on the
Washburn campus but students from WU have
previously traveled to Scotland to participate in the
course at the University of West of Scotland in
2006 and 2008. Additional information about this
international educational program can be obtained
from Dr. Gary Bayens, Chair of the Criminal
Justice and Legal Studies Department at 670-1411.

ursing continue to expand. Seventeen nursing
students studied abroad this past spring and
summer semesters. Students travelling to Finland
included Rachel Black, Clayton Campbell, Leanna
Herrmann, and Jenna Willis. They studied
Community and Public Health Nursing at Mikkeli
University of Applied Sciences. Kimberly Beem
and Ashley Toft studied Mental Health Nursing at
Queen’s University Belfast in Belfast, Northern
Ireland. Eleven students, Shawna Adkins, Jessica

Lightfoot, Joshua Penabaz, Mary-Margaret
Simpson, and Melissa Welch, participated in the
first offering of the course, Exploration of Nursing
in China in May 2009. In July, the School was
notified that it received funding from the Fund for
the Improvement of Postsecondary Education to
develop a dual degree undergraduate nursing
program with three European Union universities
beginning in 2010. Other activities included the
Dean’s travel to India and Thailand to explore
future possible educational collaborations in these
countries.

Russell E. Smith, Associate Dean, School of
Business

Throughout the first seven months of the year,
School of Business faculty continued with existing
international activities and School initiatives, as
well as working to develop new ones. They visited
five continents, including Asia, South America,
Africa, Europe, and North America outside of the
United States, and are hosting a visitor from
Australia.

Most active in Asia was Professor Bob Boncella,
who in May returned to Wuhan and Jinhua, China
where Washburn and the School of Business have
academic partnerships. Professor Boncella
presented a series of lectures on global information
systems to undergraduate students in the
Management Information Systems and
International Business Administration programs at
the Wuhan University of Science and Technology
(WUST), followed by ten lectures on academic
research methods for information systems to
graduate students and faculty. Early in his stay at
WUST, Professor Boncella was formally
appointed a guest professor in the School of
Management. Later in May, he visited Zhejiang
Normal University in Jinhua, China, and presented
a series of lectures on business research methods to
graduate students and faculty.

In May, for the third consecutive year, School of
Business students visited Wuhan in central China
as part of the BU 406 International Business and

Entrepreneurial Experience course offered by
Professor Michael Stoica. While in Wuhan, the
eleven Washburn students completed their
research/consultancy projects done in teams with
WUST students majoring in international business.
The consultancy projects were based on Chinese
companies. The WU-WUST teams made their
public presentations to the WUST university
community. Before arriving in Wuhan, Washburn
students broadened their knowledge about China
with visits to Shanghai, Beijing, and Xian. The
class also visited Hong Kong before returning to
the United States.

In the area of more traditional academics, in March,
Associate Professor Sungkyu Kwak presented a
paper, “Seasoned Offerings and Use of Proceeds,”
in Kyoto, Japan, at the 2009 Pacific Rim
Conference coordinated by the Western
Economics Association International and served as
a discussant for another session. The paper was
co-authored by Professor Rob Hull, the Clarence
King Chair of Finance, and Associate Professor
Rosemary Walker. Assistant Professor Xiaofeng
(Sheldon) Peng visited China in May and June
where he co-authored several papers and presented
a paper, “ADRs and the Accruals Anomaly,” at the
2nd International Finance and Investment
Conference held in Nankai University in Tianjin.
He also assisted Director Baili Zhang of
International Programs in establishing student
exchange programs with several Chinese
institutions and in recruiting students.

Most active in South America was Associate
Professor Jennifer Ball, who was in Buenos Aires,
Argentina for two months between June and
August with the support of the Sweet Sabbatical
program. The purpose of the trip was to study
Spanish and to observe cultural and economic
differences in various areas, including in her area
of special interest of women's roles and work. She
also traveled to Cordoba, Villa Maria, and Iguazu,
all in Argentina, and to Colonia in Uruguay. She is
continuing her study of Spanish this fall at
Washburn University. Professor Russell Smith,
Associate Dean, visited Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, in
June to participate in the Congress of the Latin



American Studies Association (LASA), where he
presented his research on income distribution and
employment in Brazil. Before the LASA meeting,
he visited Asuncion, Paraguay, where he met with
leaders of the Comite Paraguay-Kansas (CPK), the
Partners of the Americas counterpart to the
Kansas-Paraguay Partners (KPP), about recruiting
more MBA students under the Washburn-CPK
agreement. He met with persons who had visited
Washburn under various Partners programs and
visited the Terror Archive in its new facility.

In Africa, the School of Business was represented
by Assistant Professor Norma Juma, who visited
Egypt, Kenya, and South Africa during the
summer of 2009 with support of the Sweet
Sabbatical program. In Egypt, she visited various
family businesses including the famous SEKEM
community. She also visited several schools in
Kenya and South Africa, where she identified
several with great potential for WTEs as well as for
faculty collaboration. They included Strathmore
University, University of Pretoria, University of
Witwatersrand and University of KwaZulu-Natal,
among others.

In Europe, Professor Juma presented a paper,
“Grooming the Director: A Tale of Succession
Plan and Continuity at Malaika Academy,”
co-authored with Jennifer Sequeira, at the 9™
Annual Conference of the International Family
Enterprise Research Academy (IFERA) in
Limassol, Cyprus. Other visitors to Europe
included Associate Professor Dmitri Nizovtsev
who visited several of Washburn’s Magellan
Exchange partner schools and lectured in the
Magellan Exchange Summer School programs, in
the Netherlands, Belgium, Finland, and Russia.
Professor Michael Stoica made exploratory
representational visits to the Metropolitan
University of Leeds in England and to Lucian
Blaga University in Sibiu, Romania, as well as
deepening his knowledge base with a side trip to
Loch Ness. Finally, Professor Gary Baker
distinguished himself with purposive personal
travel to London, Dover, Copenhagen,
Wernemuende (Germany), Tallinn (Estonia), St.
Petersburg, and Stockholm.

In North America, Associate Professor Rosemary
Walker participated in the 84™ Annual Conference
of the Western Economic Association
International in VVancouver, British Columbia,
Canada. Professor Walker presented two papers,
including “The Impact of Hedge Funds on Equity
Offerings,” co-authored with King Chair and
Professor Rob Hull and Associate Professor
Sungkyu Kwak and “Effect of Employer Tuition
Reimbursement on Moral Hazard and Income,”
co-authored with Assistant Professor Liviu Florea.

While the School of Business has had no
representation in Australia or Antarctica so far this
year, the School continues to host Visiting
Lecturer David Price, a doctoral candidate in
marketing at Griffiths University in Queensland,
Australia. Mr. Price contributes to our teaching
program while he completes his Ph.D. research.

The Office of International Programs Scholarship
Committee awarded scholarships to over 175
students participating in programs in over a dozen
different countries. Programs range in length from
1 week to an academic year during the summer,
fall semester and academic year of 2009-2010.
Included in the 2009 summer programs were the
following “New” Transformational Experiences:
Exploration of Nursing in China, led by Professor
Laura Sidlinger: This 2-week program provided
opportunities for students to observe Chinese
Health Care and reflect on the similarities and
differences in the health care systems.
Intercultural Communications in China, led by
Professor Tracy Routsong: This program allowed
students to directly explore communication in and
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between cultures and communities. Sport
Traditions & Cultural History of Europe, led by
Professors Alan Bearman, Ross Friesen, & Roy
Wohl: For eighteen days students traveled within
England and France studying the impact of sport
upon modern Europe. In addition, students
explored London’s plans to use the 2012 Olympics
to transform the long-neglected and economically
deprived region of the East End. Art & Theater in
London, led by Professors Marguerite Perret &
Paul Prece: during this 12-day program special
focus was put on contemporary British art, Art
institutions and theater in Britain, from
Shakespeare to opera to Lion King. Other
Faculty-led Summer Programs included: Business
Experiences in China, led by Professor Michael
Stoica and Comparative Law at the University of
Utrecht in the Netherlands, led by Professor Nancy
Maxwell.

Individual students attended programs this summer
in Austria, Canada, Costa Rica, Cyprus, England,
Finland, Ireland, Italy, Japan, Mexico, the
Netherlands, Peru, Spain and Swaziland. A
number of students will soon begin programs
during the fall semester and academic year in the
following countries: Australia, Austria, France,
Mexico and the Netherlands.

Each speaker had a
different agenda on
hand. The speakers
were Bob Beatty,
professor of international and comparative politics,
Abeer Othman Al-Asali, faculty adjunct of Arabic,
Bassima Schbley, the BSW Program Director at
Washburn, James McHenry, director of
development at the Topeka and Shawnee County
Public Library and also Thomas Kennedy, a retired
Washburn professor.

One of the subjects that was discussed was
ideology in Islamic countries, which as explained
by Al-Asali to be very different than what people
in America commonly believe. Schbley also spoke
about the difference between her country and what
would be expected. She described the “freeness” of
Lebanon and the respect for others that the culture
has developed.

Next, McHenry spoke about his experience in
Turkey and its contrast with America. At the end of
his speech, he sang a song to the audience in
Turkish.
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While many were there to listen to the speakers,
the food available certainly delighted guests as
well. Dishes from three separate cultures were on
hand for the night. There were Jordanian dishes,
which included meat and spinach pies. Lebanese
dishes were also served, which included tabouli
and hummus. Turkish dishes were served as well,
one of which was eggplant kofta. The dessert was
baklava. Waithira Macharia, a sophomore at

Washburn who attended the event, praised the food.

"The food is very rich," said Macharia. "The spices
are very unique. Seems like it must have taken a lot
to prepare, just eating it."

As the evening drew to a close, the International
Folk Dance Group of Topeka put on a show for the
audience. They demonstrated basic Turkish and
Arabic dances and attempted to teach onlookers.
Although participation remained limited to the folk
dance group, the audience seemed to appreciate the
spirit of the festivities.

With so much uncertainty about how the event
would turn out, Schbley was excited by the final
outcome.

"It felt really great to see this kind of audience,"
said Schbley. "It felt like we got the whole
community involved. It also felt great to teach
people that the Middle East is highly diverse and
that for the most part we're kind, loving, generous,
and just want to teach people about our culture."
