What is Literature Resource Center? 

• An online database that contains biographical and critical content about literary 
figures and their works from a range of time periods and genres.  

• Provides full-text content. 
 
How do I access Literature Resource Center? 

• Connect to the Mabee Library homepage at http://www.washburn.edu/mabee  
• Under Research tools, select Electronic Databases. 
• Off-campus users must enter their name and Washburn identification number 

located on their Washburn ID. 
• Click on Language, Literature, & Communication located under the General 

Subject List, then click on Literature Resource Center (or click on Literature 
Resource Center in the alphabetical list of database titles.) 

 
How do I search Literature Resource Center?

• The following is an example of a basic author search for Jack Kerouac. The 
author search doesn’t require the name to be listed in a particular order (e.g. last 
name listed first).

How do I sort the search results? 

• When conducting a search, it is necessary to separate relevant results from those 
irrelevant to the search.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
How do I view the list of relevant results? 

• The list of relevant results is called a “Mark List.”  
• To view the Mark List, click on .  
• In order to return to the complete result list, you must use your browser’s 

“Back” button.

How do I retrieve a copy of an item from my search? 
• Begin by clicking on the title of the record that you want to retrieve. 
• You will see icons for the three output options for search results: print, e-mail, 

or bookmark (which the database calls InfoMark).  
 

 
 

• After clicking on , the database formats the record for printing. Choose “Print” 
from your browser’s File menu to print the document. To return to the search results, 
use the browser’s “Back” button to return to the unformatted document then click 

.  

• After clicking on , you simply enter your e-mail address, choose whether you 
want the record sent as a plain-text document or an HTML document (which retains 
the article’s various fonts and styles), and click the send button. Use the browser’s 
“Back” button to return to the search results. 

 
• Literature Resource Center allows users to create a persistent URL—or bookmark—

for any page displaying the following InfoMark icon: . To utilize this feature, 
right-click on the Web page’s address in the navigation toolbar then click on “Copy”. 
After copying the address, you can paste it in a Word document or e-mail message. 
This feature isn’t available on Mabee public terminals at this time.
