In 1976, Speedskater Sheila Young became the first American athlete to win three medals at 

a Winter Olympics. 

In 1989, Debi Thomas became the first African American woman to win a World 

Championship in figure skating. 

In 1992, Donna Weinbrecht became the first womenôs freestyle skiing Olympic gold 

medalist. 

In 1988, Diana Golden won the gold medal for disabled skiing at the Winter Olympics.  

Diana helped to popularize disabled sporting events.  She died of cancer in 2001 at the 

age of 38.

In 1992, Bonnie Blair was the first American woman to win three gold medals in the 

Winter Olympics as well as the first U.S. woman to win gold medals in the same events in 

consecutive Winter Olympics. 

In 1992, Kristi Yamaguchi was the first Asian American to win a gold medal in figure 

skating at the Winter Olympics. 

In 1998, womenôs ice hockey made it Olympic debut in Nagano, Japan.  The U.S. team won 

and became the first country to win gold in womenôs ice hockey at the Olympics. 

In 1995, Skier Picabo Street became the first American woman to win a World Cup downhill 

series.

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Ada Blackjack:  A True Story of Survival in the Arctic by Jennifer Niven 
 

In 1921, four men and one woman ventured deep into the Arctic.  Two years later, only one 

returned.  Ada Blackjack, a 23-year old Inuit, signed on as a seamstress for a top-secret Arctic 

expedition.  Her goal was to earn money and find a husband.  But her terrifying experiences in 

the wild and back in civilization comprised one of the most amazing untold adventures in the 

20th century.  This book based on unpublished materials and Adaôs diaries, the true story of a 

woman who became an unlikely hero. 

 

Rule Number Two:  Lessons I learned in a Combat Hospital by Heidi Squier 

Kraft 

 
Lieutenant Commander Heidi Kraft was deployed to Iraq leaving behind a twin son and 

daughter who were fifteen months old.  She was a clinical psychologist for the U.S. Navy and 

her job was to uncover the wounds of war that a surgeon would never see.  She had to put 

away thoughts of her children and adjust to the sounds of rockets.  Most importantly, she had to 

listen to the most traumatic stories of a war zone.  Some Marines, and some doctors, would be 

damaged by war in ways she could not repair. This book is a powerful firsthand account of Kraft 

providing comfort amidst the chaos of war, and what it takes to endure. 

 

When Everything Changed:  The Amazing Journey of American Women 

from 1960 to the Present by Gail Collins 
 

The author recounts the revolution in womenôs lives over the past 50 years.  This book contains 

a mix of oral history and Gail Collinôs research covering politics, fashion, popular culture, 

economics, sex, families, and work.  Her book reflects on the enormous strides made since 

1960 including the advent of the birth control pill, the end of ñHelp WantedðMaleò and ñHelp 

Wanted---Femaleò ads, and the lifting of quotas for admission to medical and law schools. 

Collins describes what has happened in every part of womenôs lives through testimonies of 

those who made history and those who simply made their way.
