Currently, the
Washburn University Alumni Association and Foundation is
in the process of working with donors to secure the privately-
funded part of the plan, which will be the largest single-
project fundraising goal in Washburn’s history.

Two personal notes: In April 2003, President Jerry
Farley called me on the phone.

“We would
like you to join us here in Topeka.” Well, that
was almost 20 years ago. President Farley
was always supportive of our initiatives,
from obtaining AACSB accreditation, to
creating new programs, to the Henderson
renovation. So, thank you, Dr. Farley. In
addition, Dr. Russell Smith retired this year,
after 38 years of service to Washburn,
including 19 years as our associate dean.
He taught me much about Washburn
and was instrumental in obtaining and
maintaining our AACSB accreditation.
The associate dean position is a
tough job, because one tends to be
assigned “problems to solve” on a
regular basis, while the Dean gets
to collect the glory. Thanks, Russ,
for your hard work and friendship.

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For senior Patrick Altenor - a defensive
end who is triple-majoring in Finance,
Economics and Data Analytics — business
and football are life. The combination of
the two is definitely taking him places.

Altenor, a first-generation American
born to Haitian immigrants and raised
in Wichita, Kansas, says in his family,
education has always been a point of
emphasis.

“When I came home in sixth grade
wanting to play sports, my parents only
allowed me to do so after agreeing that
my grades would come first. They wanted
to make sure that athletics wouldn't get in
the way of my education because that has
always been the most important to them,’
he said.

Success on the field led to opportunities
to continue his education. Altenor had
several scholarship offers to schools in
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Kansas, but once he visited Washburn
and met the coaches, it was an easy
decision because Washburn truly felt like
home.

“I'm on an athletic scholarship for full
tuition and I also was awarded academic
and Business scholarships that help me
pay for my living expenses. As a Finance
student, I know the dangers of debt. These
scholarships are enabling me to start life
without debt, which is a huge head start
and something I am forever grateful to
have received,” Altenor said.

After exploring the Business program
at Washburn and deciding to study
Finance, Altenor found that it was pretty
easy to double-major and decided that
Economics would be a good complement
to his Finance studies. He later discovered
that he could triple-major with Data
Analytics by taking the right classes at the

right time.

“I've had a business mindset since I was
young. I love business, especially finance.
It's something that I’'m truly passionate
about, particularly personal finance and
investing,” he said.

Altenor is passionate about finance
beyond the classroom; he’s the president
of the Washburn Finance Society and
loves to hang out with other students
discussing finance, stocks and current
market events.

“The Investments course I took with Dr.
Shane Van Dalsem provided me with new
and different ways to look at investments.
Coming in, I didn’t know any of the
strategies of investing and his class really
opened my eyes to those things. Now, I'm
able to use those skills when I'm looking
at a stock and make better-informed
decisions,” Altenor said.

Post-college, Altenor says he’s really interested in the banking
and finance industries. Because Economics aligns closely with
Finance, he finds himself comparing his Economics and Finance
classes a lot and has really enjoyed learning about why the market
behaves certain ways or what leads consumers to make their
decisions.

“Data Analytics is really a whole different beast for me,” he
said. “Starting out, the hardest part was coding, because I had
no experience with that. Dr. Akhadian Harnowo is a great
professor and really helped us start with the basics. Now, I feel
really comfortable reading any line of code, because I have a solid
understanding of the basics”

So far, he’s found that Data Analytics has a lot of professional
applications.

“This summer, I did an area manager internship with Amazon
in Denver. I worked with a data analyst who helped me create a
code to pull information for a project I was working on. His 14-
page code was way more advanced than I was capable of creating,
but as he walked me through his code, it was really interesting to
me that I was able to understand what he was talking about in a
professional setting. It helped me have confidence in my abilities
to look at different codes and develop algorithms that can help to
make informed decisions.”

Many fans don’t realize that analytics are also a huge part
of playing football. Every week, the team has mandatory film
study and daily meetings to analyze and learn what plays and
formations the other team will run.

“The team provides us with a lot of information, but also
teaches us how to find the information ourselves so we can create
dashboards and spreadsheets and do a deeper dive or change
the data based on the assortment of plays we are studying. Little
things like knowing what percentage of running or passing the
opponent will do helps us play that much faster. I really enjoy
that aspect of football and I take it very seriously,” Altenor said.

His experiences on the field have also helped in his professional
life. Altenor credits his ability to be confident when speaking up
in large groups of people and be a leader to his experiences on
the team.

“This summer at Amazon, I led a team of 20-40 people on a
daily basis. Football helped me learn how to motivate people
and speak to them constructively when they’re doing things
incorrectly. In football, if someone is slacking off or having
trouble, you encourage them to keep going and keep their head
up; it’s the same thing in the workplace”

He had a great experience at Amazon, managing a team in
their inventory control and quality assurance department. They
were responsible for managing two-million units of inventory
in a warehouse and he got to experience a lot of management
skills - from interviewing and hiring people to having hard
conversations.

Altenor says he currently has an open-ended return offer with
Amazon, but hasn't yet decided what his next steps will be.

“I'm graduating this spring and then I'll have to decide if I want
to continue my studies and pursue my MBA while completing
my football eligibility or go ahead and enter the workforce. 'm
really torn right now, as I really want to keep playing football,
but I'm also ready to get out there and start making money. Right
now, 'm taking everything day-by-day and hoping it will all work
out in the end,” he said.

In 2021, the Washburn University Board of Regents approved plans for a major overhaul of
Henderson Learning Resources Center, and Washburn is thrilled to make it the academic nexus of
campus that its students and faculty deserve.

Henderson has been a cornerstone academic building since first opening its doors 50 years ago,
with nearly every Washburn student passing through it at some point in their academic career. It
makes up 25 percent of all available classrooms on campus and houses the School of Business,
nearly all of the College of Arts and Sciences social science departments, a large portion of the
School of Nursing undergraduate classes, media labs and the Honors Program. However, the space
was built for an era of teaching methods and technological capabilities that existed 50 years ago;
the University believes it’s important to look to the future and build a space that supports active
learning, the growth of innovative programs and provides more accessibility to all students.

After carefully analyzing the space needs of today’s learning environment, the University intends to
update Henderson to fit the needs of current and future students and instructors. A project of this
size will not be easy; the projected budget for the project is $35 million, with $15 million coming
from private donations. It will be the largest fundraising effort in Washburn’s history, but it will
directly affect the academic success of every undergraduate student.

“The renovation to Henderson will be a game-changer for many programs at Washburn University,”
said Marshall Meek, Washburn University interim president. “The focus is on creating a better use of
the space and building technology-rich classrooms to benefit any program that holds classes there.
Henderson has been the heart of our undergraduate programs for the past 50 years, and we look
forward to meeting with alumni and friends of the University who are excited to help transform it.”

Washburn is engaged in a formal design process to define the full scope of the Henderson

renovation. The images shown are renderings by HTK Architects and are not the final building plans.

Every year, consistently, for the last
several years, Washburn students have
scored in at least the 75th percentile or
higher. We believe our strong results are a
testament to the excellence of our faculty,
staff and students, and to the support

we receive from alumni and our business
partners. In addition, we have tremendous
support from everyone in the Washburn
academic community. It is truly a team
effort and we are proud of and grateful for

everyone involved.

across all four sections of the Uniform CPA Examination, pass all four sections on their first attempt
and have completed testing in 2021. More than 72,000 individuals sat for the CPA Exam in 2021.
Madison Farr was the only E.W. Sells award winner in Kansas, scoring the highest in the state.
